What's on your mind?

2008 - “Modus Operandi — The Quest for a
Different Way.”

Artisterium’s first thematic sought out new
methods of cultural orientation in a freshly post-
war Georgia.

2009 - “The Manifestation of Change and Inner
Experience.”

This personalised the quest of the previous year.
2010 - “Imagine the Future.”

We turned our attention to the future.

2011 — “Free Fall.”

Until disorientation returned again.

2012 -“The Protest that Never Ends”

Followed by an investigation into the nature of
protest.

2013 - “Am | You?”

Thence into the means of co-existing within
different beliefs.

2014 - “Houston, We have a Problem.”

On the dilemmas of conceptualising one specific
problem.

And now

2015 - “What's on your mind?”

This year Artisterium looks at the more subtle
nature of personal and social networking. ‘What’s
on your mind?’ is the question Facebook users
ask of themselves as they prepare to update
their status. The virtual walls of Facebook and
other social media now serve as a kind of gallery
space in which people ‘exhibit’ their lives. They
post what’s on their minds about politics, society,
gender, culture, and mingle it with their everyday
problems. At the same time they

share images, links and opinions with on the

same issues with many people they haven’t met.
Social networks are responsible for a new kind

of communication between friends and total
strangers, marked out by its ease and simplicity.
In 1929 the Hungarian writer Frigyes Karinthy
wrote a short story called ‘Chains’ first expounding
the now popular concept that only six degrees of
separation lie between any two human beings on
earth. But in today’s social networks the number
of degrees has shrunk dramatically.

This year Artisterium asks the artists to consider
“What’s on your mind?” setting the question very
deliberately in the context of the ‘real’ wall of

an exhibition space. But onto this old fashioned
reality, we ask them to investigate the modern
concepts of what is genuinely ‘real’ and what is
‘virtual’ in the rapidly evolving matrix of human
communication. It is really an investigation of the
‘today.’

Concerned with the same question of ‘what

is today,’ in 1994 the Georgian artist Niko
Tsetskhladze, presented an installation at

the British-Georgian exhibition ‘Silk Road.’ It
consisted of a series of mirrors composing the
sentence “What's on your mind today?” The
viewer was able to see his or her reflection in
the lettering. This year’s audience will be able to
experience a new version of the work, in a way
that illustrates how the old fashioned and modern
means of communication are in fact, an eternally
intermingling concept.

Georgia is a country of rich history and cultural assets,
including the traditions of pottery, which go back to the hoary
past. Being amongst the ancient wine-making regions, the
country developed a variety of ceramic vessels from the very
ancient times. Traditions of folk ceramics were particularly
advanced during the 19th century, when different cities became
important hubs of ceramic production. Gori was amongst the
most developed centers, where distinctive glazed ceramic
tableware was produced. Today, this tradition is declining
and there is only one family that still maintains the practice.
The ceramist Giorgi Tatulashvili learned his skills from his
ancestors. His grandfather, father and brother were famous
craftsmen, whose works are displayed in different museums
throughout Georgia and abroad.

The master says: “my family started clay processing in the 19th
century. | gained my skills from my father and grandfather, and
pursued their path. My works are inspired by ornaments, colors
and shapes of traditional Gori Ceramics.”

Gori is most famous for being the birthplace of Stalin and
therefore, the Tatulashvili family produces hundreds of Stalin
cast busts every year. Today it is Stalin who sells the best.

Photography means “drawing with light” and I'm using the most
authentic process of making photographs. For that purpose, I'm
using a simple box with a tiny hole, which is known as Camera
Obscura. | chose this style because of the meditative nature

of the process. If other cameras take a second to capture the
image, Obscura can take anywhere from 5 minutes to several
hours, which practically means that Obscura makes a video of
all events that happen during that time. For me, it is an intuitive
process, on one hand it's about feeling how much time and
light are needed, and on the other it's about how the camera

is actually capturing the image. Then it's time to wait for the
miracle.

The most important aspect for me is to keep the shots simple
and natural, and this is why | use no Photoshop and chemical
developers. All images are processed with natural ingredients
that can be found in any kitchen. Wine, salt and water are some
of the ingredients | use.

After many trials and errors and with experience, miracles start
to happen.

he product of CopyPaste — CopyPaste_01 (plaster, 35X35X65-
45X60X25) - carries the following main codes: copying and
randomness, culture and nature, industry and the individual.
The work is a result of industrialization of natural forms, when
a primary form gains the signs that render it belonging to the
class of casual objects such as a cup, a spoon, a bottle etc.
The cyber language manifests itself in human reality. The
product includes two objects:

The first one is a result of processing a tree with crop-copy-
paste tools, and with the second one, which a broken rock,

a copy-paste tool was applied. The copying process of
CopyPaste_01 differs from the copying triggered by Gutenberg
(where the typing machine is considered to be the original
source of published duplication), where only industrial forms
were eligible for mass publishing.

The second object is a broken rock. The following form is
produced by a natural accident; therefore inserting this kind of
object into industrialization further emphasizes the concept of
the following work.

Cyborg Pussy was commissioned in 2001 by the Paris Museum
of Eroticism. | went straight to the point: | remade the famous
painting The Origin of the World, by Gustave Courbet, in a
playful and futuristic way, as a female artist.

| meant to give a sweet version of female sex with “Mrs
President”, “The Purse”, “The Bride , showing characters and
situations. Each sex is singular, mind and flesh. | tried to make
it fun, like a cuddly toy. The daughter of a woman who bought
one, with spines of acacia around it, told her mother: ‘I love this

piece of art... It is a nest, isn’'t it?.’

Made in fur and silk, the Pussy is a digital work as well, giving
life to non-organic and virtual love. The static effect of the hand
that caresses the Plexiglas frame’s surface, protecting the
artwork, causes the Pussy to ripple.

These hand-sewn artworks may or may not carry other
narrative components. Pierre Cornette de Saint Cyr was the
first Pussy collector with Virgin Cyborg. Several collections now
include one Pussy.

Cyborg pussy has initiated a cluster of works:
“ElectricLadyLandS”, “The aquarium of the seventh

continent Ill “, which belongs to this cluster, is now exhibited at
the Art Villa Garikula.

“Feeling the touch, but protected by their transparent cases,
the uncanny (unheimlich) partial objects revealed by Fury
keep some sense of modesty despite their symbolic offering.
Neither open nor closed, the displayed femininity keeps its
secret. No voyeur can exhaust it. Neither fetish nor Medusa
who fascinates and staggers the eye, these playful visions of
the plural feminine play on their colours and their materials to
give us a kick out of cock-and-bull stories. All cyber pussy’s
semi-organic and semi-synthetic variations imagined by Fury
shape just as many fanciful horizons to confuse our current
drifts. Sexual difference is growing into a light-hearted diversity
in front of us and the prohibition of touch induced by the
contraption of Plexiglas cases, where these postmodern ex
votos rest, stirs up yet another difference, a way of deferring,
postponing, exemplified by her goody-goody. Remote contact,
when the hand caresses the wall, literally electrifies the intimate
or rather estimate furs of these vulvae which contort us softly.”

What we see, in the work of Jens Rausch, are ballpoint pen drawings
driven by magic, by seemingly autonomous hands, and virtually by
themselves, amorphous forms, so called doodles on Japanese ink
paper. Rausch lets him be led by the act of drawing and eventually
stops. Here, the artist restrains himself (...) from deciphering the
imagery’s information. Doodling is, at its core, a daily unobserved
incidental phenomenon. It is only afterwards when a further

artistic process takes place: the selection and assessment — the
presentation value is defined. The individual sheets are given names
like “Epicenter”, “The Ancestor”, “A Jellyfish of Soul Thoughts”, and
“God — ?”. Through the associative naming by the artist further
mystifications of the drawings occur.

Like skin, a paper web stretches as a layer over the wall and
individual drawing spots. Rausch burns holes on the “skin”, thus he
opens it, permits little glimpses beneath, focuses the scribbles. The
observer has to get closer to the art work to penetrate the views and
layers, to change directions, and to discover the concealed. Rausch
uses fire as a means of painting; the burnt traces are an important
part of the whole system of creation, installation, coverage, layering,
destruction and visualization.

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Living Room

“Living Room” is a contextual framework and situation of familiar-
ity which takes over one hall of Karvasala, the Thilisi State His-
tory Museum (c.1650). The exhibition transforms the space into a
temporary zone for artistic expression where three invited artists
from the United States develop and present their work, and
involve a local audience to participate in workshops and lectures.

Playing on modern day culture and connecting with deeply
anthropologic roots, the exhibition incorporates a few living room
items, such as a couch, carpet, lamp, and desk, all of which are
situated in the exhibition among the artworks. The format encour-
ages the audience to extend their dwelling time within the space
and sets up a forum for conversation, interaction, and knowledge
transference.

Tribes and nomads have moved and migrated throughout history,
continually and rapidly able to transform adverse environments
into temporary dwelling zones. Such is the case with contempo-
rary artists who are continually confronted with the white cube
and empty spaces to fill with their works. The question remains,
how do we as hyper-connected globalized culture make time

and space to involve with artworks, or any subjects, which may
require greater attention than exists outside of normal daily visual
and experiential capacities.

Whether it is a Georgian Supra (literally meaning table cloth),

the archeological evidence of shell middens at sites such as the
Blombos Cave of South Africa, or on-the-fly picnics as represent-
ed by Pieter Brueghel the Elder in his oil painting The Harvest-
ers, it’s clear that we are quickly able assimilate and transform
spaces. These are places from which art and culture continue to
evolve, and such is the theme of this years project “Living Room.”

Office of the Interior, 2015, installation,cartographic materials, maps,
photographs, artists notes, drawings, watercolors.

“Office of the Interior” is a research based work which dives into
the historic and cartographic identity of Georgia. The project takes
an objective and topographical survey of Georgia, uncovering how
it has evolved visually throughout time and offers an alternative
view into the consciousness and identity of the landscape. The
project originates with research and site visits to original materials
within the archives the Marciana Library of Venice, Italy, and the
National Archives of Georgia in Thilisi, and includes a collection of
additional sources from the web, private collections, and markets.

The artwork takes its form as an installation, referencing a
cartographer’s desk with a variety of collected documents
presented alongside a new series of drawings, composed of a mix
of transcriptions and watercolors. The work drafts a visual timeline
that incorporates the maps of cartographers such as the Venetian
monk Fra Mauro (1464) and the Georgian Prince Vakhushti of
Kartli (1696-1757), to the present day anonymous authors of
accessible satellite imagery as can be found on Google Maps.
The works elaborate on existing records of mark making, ink lines,
colors and washes, and accepts them as concrete statements in
the evolution of spatial awareness.

By focusing on the visual elements from source material the
project traverses literal and conceptual abstraction, in which the
plane of understanding moves from generalizations, myth and
religiosity, to the known representations we have today. Georgia
has transformed on paper from a series of marks and titles with
loosely defined borders and mountains into measured space. At
times these have been literal translations and at others purely
ideological and nationalistic, but no matter how the map is divided
the original works, and the work within this investigation, all show
a sense of self-awareness. The maps exist to define the world
around us, and thus act to define and locate the self.

The project poses such questions as: how capable are we to
know ourselves and each other? What do the maps reveal and
what perspective do they serve? Is the rational perspective of
photographic realism limiting?

These works are
inspired by the naval camouflage from the Second World
War that used graphic patterning and bright colors to
disorient the enemy about the size, shape, speed, and
direction of the vessel. This type of camouflage was
rendered useless in a few years with the invention of
sonar.

In my series of Dazzle wall installations, | have applied
this style of camouflage to corporate logos, creating
graphic visual compositions that highlight the pictographic
and design sensibilities behind the symbols. For Thilisi,
| have been researching the logos of corporations that
operate locally, including Georgia Airlines (air travel),
Beeline (cellular service), Ideaco (construction), and
Magti (telecommunications). These logos were chosen
because of their simple and minimalist style. In keeping
with the theme, | have chosen to use Red, Blue, and
Green, the primaries of the additive color model and
the basis of how electronic systems of displays such as
televisions and monitors work, as the main colors of the
visual studies, set against a background of black and
white.

“Golden Horizontal” — is a site-specific sculptural
installation: hung on a thin and flexible rubber and placed
in the main hall of the history museum, the heavy plastic
pipe perfectly correlates with the interior architectural
space. The artwork accepts shadings of the space, which
determine the conditions of the artwork’s existence. At
this point, the installation becomes a part of the space,
its continuation. By extending space horizontally and
vertically, the installation turns into a new tectonic
element, complementing the architectural integrity.

Since it's inside the room, this engineering detail creates
an inside-out architectural image. Usually all engineering
elements are covered to be invisible, but contrary to
that, the author displays the pipe, thus granting it the
status of an artwork. By losing its original function, the
object gains another — aesthetic value. In the presence
of the viewer, the gold-plated pipe is questioning its own
purpose and value.

Ukraine Is Freedom: Fractured
Mind

In autumn 2009, we worked on the project dedicated to the
national idea of Ukraine - “Mavka or Ukraine Still Has Not
Died”. The exhibition opened at the outset of presidential
elections. That year we chose Yanukovych.

In the curatorial text, | wrote “The Ukrainian spirit is a spirit of
freedom. Through the centuries, our artists, heroes, writers
and philosophers have praised freedom, regardless of the
language they spoke and the State they lived in. It is our
essence, our blessing, and the cross we bear.

This is what distinguishes us from Russia, a country that
needs strong state power, and from the West, which relies on
set rules. To them, the energy of freedom seems dangerous
and irresponsible, for it is irrational and vital. It poses a danger
to the established order of things and leads to a loss of
control.

Consciously, we agree. For we can cherish it and sing odes
to it all we want, but without a mission and a vision, the
unbridled energy of freedom has time and again led Ukraine
into a chaos of arguments and discord.”

Today, six years later, much of what we discussed in that
project became reality. Ukraine has undergone another,

this time bloody, revolution and while we fought amongst
ourselves, our neighbor stole our territory and attempted to
take the whole country. This generation too has now seen
war, sacrifice and learned true meaning of homeland.

We live in a shattered World. Nobody told us this is what
happens after the World ends. Its pieces float around us and
we ourselves, our emotions, our thoughts are mere debris of
the life forever gone.

We are all in suspended space, already almost used to it,
already almost making sense of it. The fractured thinking, the
fractured being. Inside we are also fractured. We fall apart into
s0 many, too many pieces and it takes all our energy to keep
ourselves together.

The old cannot keep us together, no matter how intelligent or
goad it is. The new we feel is here, but we cannot see it yet:
we are not capable of recognizing and we walk amidst it as if
blind.

Our mind is fractured. The pieces do not stick together.

Ralko sees reality as bleeding; the hidden war rupturing the
mundane at any place in any moment, while Budnikov does
not believe there is a way out and is resolved to find some
sort peace and beauty in the end.

Sheshuryak’s art has always been about Hell, except now Hell
has lost its relevance and hence immanence is gone.

Kilter, Christ-like, attempts to take in more pain to feel even
more compassion, to be able to bear it for herself and for
others.

Murphenko sees the many worlds of people so irrelevant and
lost.

Zakharov has been to the other side, just a bit, and now he is
stuck there attempting to escape, perhaps so he can show us
a way out.

Miloserdov all his life has been seeing the flow of the time
and the change of history in the moment. Yet | do not think
he ever came so close to see reality as thin as paper, ready
to burst.

Fragmentation causes inevitable confusion, vision gets fussy
and anxiety does not subside, leading to numbness. In that,
there is a degree of relief.

Yet it is in these times that we are most responsive. Never
before have we been so aware of the substance of reality.

Myth

Curated by Katarzyna Sobucka

The starting point for this project is a socio-political concept of mythology: an exploration of both modern and
traditional myths concerning social ideology, stereotypes, prejudices, contemporary culture, urban legends,
psychedelia, magic, rural beliefs and primal culture.

Participating artists refer to the perceptions of the contemporary, as well as archaic and folk mythologies, rooted in
the cultures and histories of their own countries or countries foreign to them. The exhibition presents a new take on
cultural traditions, with special emphasis on the time of transformation. Taking inspiration from Roland Barthes, who
claims that everything can become a myth, the project is a platform for exploration of what we each bring to the table
of contemporary mythology, which for various reasons becomes a carrier of meaning that is necessary to understand
the world.

Artists explore how myths help to explain the alien and incomprehensible elements of our world, masking social
injustice or expressing deeply hidden longing. They tackle issues related to the social representations of mythology,
folklore and cultural and political history. The project raises such questions as: Where does the tendency to
mythologize start? What do myths really mean, and what functions do they perform? What modern means of
expressions are used to communicate them?

Myth will also attempt to confront the viewer with direct references to questions about their own country and the
various spectres looming over its history. For example, the transformation of the social system in Poland, as in many
other countries of the former Eastern Bloc, resulted in a variety of interpretations of specific events from the past,
critiques of the present, and imagined visions of the future. We want to show the diversity of visions and artistic
responses to the changing realities and experiences of societies in transformation.

A series of short residencies took place in Tbilisi, including workshops and lectures given by the participating artists.
While there, participants worked with local artists, collaborating to produce the work that presented in this exhibition.
The exhibition, in addition to showcasing these artistic collaborations, encompasses a multidisciplinary program of
activities, performances, screenings and talks.

Alicja Rogalska’s practice is interdisciplinary and encompasses both research and production, with a focus on so-
cial structures and the political subtext of the everyday. In her works she draws on various socio-political narratives
to create subtle shifts in reality, glimpses of an alternative and utopian scenarios. Being both rooted in a context
and speculative, her projects explore the space between what already exists and what is possible, often through
collaboration and creating performative situations.

Dark Fibres takes the form of a sculpture and musical performance, taking as a departure point a recent, disputed
news story from the region. Optical fibre and traditional Georgian folk music collapse into a narrative about scav-
enging, global economy and post-internet reality.

Fetor. Greetings is a made up postcard that uses images of the recent years’ riots, mainly in Europe, that have circulated in the media. The situa-
tion presented on the card is a fictitious one. The fact that it looks as if it could have easily happened creates a shadow of doubt, maintaining both
familiarity and a sense of distance through a kind of “historicisation.” The artist’s interest is the “mythologisation” of public unrest, the self-perpetu-
ating urban legends of clashes. As she puts it, “It struck me over the last years that people just keep ‘sharing’ images of protests or horrific scenes
sometimes even without deeper reflection on the actual political motivation of each side...you’re almost obliged to ‘share’, even when you don’t fully
understand or have a genuine interest in the politics of each complex situation.” This is the idea behind the ironic title Fetor. Greetings and the choice
of the postcard format for the piece. The artist points to “riot tourism”, a very current phenomenon possible only with today’s social media, which
amounts to traveling to the place of public disturbances in order to attend a riot. “Stable” societies seek stronger, raw stimuli in the “real” world, in the
“real” conflict.

In this piece, the artist investigates the way that
objects exist in a separate time/world beyond
humankind’s utilitarian interpretation of them. For
Japharidze, the state of potential before objects/
things are manifested is a real metaphysical state of
existence. For him, the idea of the object in ancient
mythological dialogue and drama is still present.

When the utilitarian conception of an object is cleared
away, the deep metaphysical meaning is revealed.
One basic principle of the work is an investigation of
the threshold between an art event and "'non art”. The
four-dimensional (space, time/metaphysical) aspects
of the work in the actual moment of the event are the
deep points of realisation. The viewer can see him - or
herself out in nature, and can gain access to anthropo-
morphised nature in order to begin a dialogue between
inside and outside.

God gave them the land that he kept for himself.
That land is Georgia, a land of myths and legends
about invincible kings, miracle victories and
dignified defeats, blood-rivers, selfless heroes and
“Georgian genes.”

In the 90s of the last century, while living in power
blackouts, cold and wars, the population were
expected to forget the mix of the Soviet and
national mythology along with the Soviet past.
However, the farewell to the idea of iconic leaders
turned out to be not so easy. The wise and strong
leaders on white horses who are also in friendly
relations with the Supreme Being continually
replace each other.

The Church amended and strengthened the rigged
walls of the Soviet mythology, gilding its domes and
substituting already ruined idols. It built a golden
altar for the sacrifice of liberty and free will. Wealth,
real estate, gifts and immunity from the law is the
homage paid by society and the state to these new
fetishes.

Modern Georgian mythology is frightening and
merciless. The marriage of the state and the
church’s supreme deities based on hate, fear

and greed creates ferocious and endless theatre,
endless absurd reality, sometimes boring and
sometimes comic.

In her works, Sabina draws selectively from philosophy, myth, science and literature
to fuse fact and fiction, intertwining different narratives of resilience, imagination,
sustainability and the nature/culture continuum to generate a new visual philosophy.
In this project for * Myth’, Sabina Sallis expands her ongoing research into the notion
of a “Source of Resilience” and the possibility of an “Infectious Agent”: a virus that
infects people with ideas and attitudes. Sallis deciphers the Voynich Manuscript (a
mysterious medieval manuscript), quotes from Georgian myths concerning land-
scape and abundance and draws inspiration from Borges’s labyrinthine narrative to
form a contemplative and uplifting immersive experience. ‘The Resilient Indecipher-
able Meadow That Was There to Open Knowledge’ stages an intricate poetic narra-
tive; a mytho-philosophical extravaganza that invites you to inhabit and experience
Sabina’s work.

Past time is finite, future time is infinite

A History of the Receding Horizon is a digital film installation, exploring different concepts of time within the
landscape. Although based upon an actual site and the artists research into the site, this is a fictional film that
weaves past, present and future time and histories, within spaces above and below the water level.

A History of the Receding Horizon is inspired by Kielder in Northumberland. Kielder has the clearest skies in
the UK and houses the Kielder Observatory. It is also home to the largest manmade lake in the UK, which is
surrounded by Europe’s largest manmade woodland. The film follows astronomers in their hill top observatory
as they look upwards measuring light in the vast expanses of space. Further down the hillside below the
observatory is Kielder Water a flooded valley a manmade reservoir and an environmental historian looking into
the water, searching for the areas drowned past.

The films fictional, fantastical quality has an ambiguity to it where the viewer is left without explanation. The
ambiguity serves as a way of searching for the truth, testing the truth, in the way that the astronomers and the
historian are searching for a truth.

The film drifts between the observatory and the sky to the reservoir and water searching for a human scale within
the vast expanses above us in space and the landscape below.

An anonymous narrator whose script has been developed from research interviews with environmental
historians, astronomers at Kielder Observatory and local people from the Kielder area, leads the viewer through
the film weaving together past, present and future timelines.

“We shape clay into a pot, but it is the
emptiness inside that holds whatever we
want” Laozi.

Exposition is inspired by Laozi’s concept
concerning the emptiness inside a pot.
While looking at the pot, people think about
its shape, size or the material.

Laozi points out that a pot is defined by the
emptiness of its inner space.

In the exhibition “On point”, Lia Bagrationi
shows a vessel’s transformation into
emptiness, where the latter is expressed
not abstractly but by an actual material.

“This is a Pot” is a work that tries to
reconstruct Laozi's concept with the help of
used materials: a broken pot and a bulk of
rice which reiterate the inner space of the
pot.

Now he
lives in Kyiv, his latest work, installation “House
of Cards” exhibited at the Palais de Tokyo in
Paris in December 2015, the DOX Centre for
Contemporary Art in Prague, Czech Republic
in June 2015, annual Augsburg Peace Festival,
Germany in August 2015. Since his release
from captivity, Zakharov has been creating
illustrations of his ordeal, which he plans to
publish as a book.
