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The Artisterium 2020 is held online for the first time in the history of the
festival. The decision to launch the project in virtual space became especially
relevant at a time when, for well-known reasons, cultural, social, economic,
or other manifestations of public life in Georgia were more or less delayed in
the real world and most of them transferred to the virtual space.

Restrictions on the spread of the virus have posed great challenges, espe-
cially in the art sector. The unusual situation of the present-day, when the
first problem is gathering people, has become a difficult circumstance for the
artists and pushed them to rethink the artistic forms appropriate to the time
and to use the suitable means. With this in mind, today the digital format
has become the most relevant medium that allows the implementation of a
project adapted to the current situation and new circumstances.
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In the electronic world, on the other hand, the linked object is an object such
as a graphic etc., which is included within a document in such a way that it

is linked to the source file, so that whenever the source changes, the object
automatically updates.

We say that digital communication made the world smaller meaning that

we are interconnected through our avatars in the virtual world. What the
outbreak of the COVID-19 clearly showed is that we are connected through
our real bodies as well in an analog world. This bond turned out to be no less
solid or mutually influential than any world wide web.

Today in lockdown, we are linked to each other not only through social net-
works, messages and emails, but also the shared fears and hopes for medical
treatment that can bring rapid change back to normal. We try to understand
and assess the situation we found ourselves in. In our bizarre life-saving
encapsulation, with numerous questions and expectations in the background,
we attempt to cope with separation, staying still, and not involving ourselves
in a world that has stopped.

Art is the best means to reflect on or at least represent emotions, feelings,
and thoughts in every possible life situation, so in current lockdown as well.
The project “Linked Objects” is an offer to meditate on our interconnected-
ness in times of isolation and forceful separation in the condition similar to
what German-Swiss psychiatrist and philosopher Karl Jaspers calls a “limit
situation”. The term describes the situations that disturb us, that force us
towards somewhat alternative self-identifications, which eliminates us from
social connections, obliges us to survive, and makes us seek alarming ways of
communication.

Linked Objects is organized in collaboration with the International Environ-
mental Art Symposium Nine Dragon Heads.

These days in strict lockdown start to run one into the next, the situation is repetitive
unrelenting and estranged. In the name of taking care of the corporeal we have agreed to
diminish the horizons of physical and social potential. The cost to being protected from an
invisible threat is a sensation of claustrophobia, a recursive undercurrent of anxiety along

with a certain encroaching darkness of spirit that could be called loneliness or enervation. The
domestic environment has become uncanny and even perhaps hostile the longer we must
remain within it. | have expressed this sensation as an insistent flickering and white noise hum.

Recorded on location in a cottage kitchen and a sea cave at Long Beach, New Zealand, on April
19th 2020 by hand held cellphone camera. The amber light comes from a LED safety beacon.
The sound used is ambient recording (low quality cellphone microphone) from location, looped
and layered into a white noise wall. Sound sources are a kettle coming to the boil and ocean
surf on the Pacific coast -both of which are in normal circumstances evocative of comfort, the
anticipation of pleasure and poesis. The clip utilizes a dualistic contrapuntal periodic structure
that punctuates time but changes only incrementally and ultimately resists any narrative arc or
catharsis.

“Zapping” is the product of three years of work collecting sequences recorded using the
camera in the artist’s mobile phone. The proposed soundtrack is sourced from a mix of five
television channels selected by the photographer. In this work, Enrique Mufioz Garcia explores
an intimate moment in the daily lives of each and every person: the time spent frenetically
zapping between television channels. To do this, he filmed himself along with a number of ac-
quaintances living abroad, from Switzerland to Chile and Spain. The intimacy of the sequences
is heightened by virtue of the protagonists being naked, allowing their skin to reflect the colors
emitted by the screen. Out of aestheticism and a desire for authenticity, the photographer
ruled out the possibility of enhancing the resolution of the sequences. Indeed, the artist’s pri-
mary concern is to reveal the magic in reality. According to Enrique Mufioz Garcia, “Zapping” is
to be understood as a portrait of a single person, depicted through a multiplicity of individuals.
Thus the spectator is perceiving this unique entity in an extremely intimate moment — an inti-
macy that tends towards the tragic, given the isolation that surrounds him. “Zapping” collates
the photographer’s preferred themes: his central interest in the human person, the intimate
sphere of this latter, and a desire to conduct an aesthetic enquiry of reality. The theme of time
also enters the mix: this work was realized over several years. Similarly, Enrique Mufioz Garcia
evokes the time one spends — whether it be won or lost — in front of the television screen.

Bodies of Light
2020, research for the Installation

The work is based on my observations on the properties of light, its study, and attempts to

use this knowledge in visual arts. Always Returning is the title of the introduction to a series

of future works named “Bodies of Light”. The idea is based on the desire to turn the energy of
light into a sculptural work. In particular, to create a three-dimensional work out of light beams
by its processing.

My method is the antipode of James Turrell's approach to the art of light. Instead of creating a
space filled with light, as it is in his works, | try to turn a beam of light into an object and give a
body to a seemingly transparent medium.

With this end in mind, | use a green electromagnetic wave. With the help of smoke, a set of
parallel beams of cylindrical shape coming from a light source becomes visible. Through the
mirrors, we can continuously turn this light in different directions so as not to lose it and then
return it to the source.

The project is about poetry that | found where it’s least expected, or exactly where | wanted to
find it. The texts found in the Messenger chat are broken down into words, and then the words
are combined in a way that |, the author myself, think is more acceptable to me, as small poetic
texts or specific thoughts. It’s a disruption and exposition of my private space at first sight but
visually interprets thoroughly with a new language. From the banal sentences that abound in
the virtual dialogue of two people, the words seek each other out and create a new world, as

if the already completed dialogues are presented in a new form in the present and continue to
live with the help of poetry. Also important is the time detail, the specific time that puts texting
time on record.

The project features 22 screenshots from Instagram and Messenger Chat. Each of them was
done as independent work, yet, when | finally stopped working, | realized that each piece was
in close connection with each other and formed one story, a virtual love story. It unveils the
different stages of love with the help of minimalist poetic phrases. The story begins at sunrise
and ends at sunset. The sun as the main moving point of time in the sky, here too, in this frozen
virtual space, is the beginning and the end of the story.
